Front of book Hand book to child upside down.

“Show me the front cover of the book.”

Title and author “This book is called  and it is written 

by . Show me where that’s written.”

Turns pages “Show me how to open the book.”

Locates print Turn to first page of story. 

“I’m going to read this to you. Show me where to 

begin reading.” Correct response is pointing to a 

word on first page.

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Directionality 

on page

“Show me which way to read the words.”

Correct response indicates left to right.

Return sweep On a page with more than one line of print:

“Which way do I go when I get to the end of the 

fi rst line?”

1:1 correspondence “Point to the words while I read.”

Beginning and 

end of story

“Show me the beginning of the story.”

“Show me the end of the story.”

Period Point to a period at the end of a sentence.“What 

does this mean?”

Question mark Point to a question mark at the end of a sentence.

“What does this mean?”

Directionality 

within words

Point to a word with at least three letters.

“Show me the fi rst letter in the word.”

“Show me the last letter in the word.”
